Monday, November 6, 2017 - 6:00PM

Regular Meeting
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The meeting was called to order by Council President Kay Koach at 6:00 PM.
President Koach led the Council and those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.


Roll Call – Present: David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Mark Bittner John Casavant.  Excused and Absent:  Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas.
Also present were Joe Collins, Police Chief; Jeff Dawson, Lester Library Director; Judy Goodchild, Parks and Recreation Director; Jim McDonald, Public Works Director; Scott Schneider, Fire Chief; Dave Buss, Finance Director; Brett LaChappelle, Park & Recreation Superintendent; Jack Bruce, City Attorney and Greg Buckley, City Manager.

Consideration of any Council member request to participate in this meeting from a remote location.  None.

The City Clerk reported that notice of the meeting was given to the official newspaper and posted on the bulletin board in City Hall on Thursday, November 2, 2017.

Input from the Public.  The following person addressed the Council:
· Dorothy Tinkham Delo, 2100 Garfield Street, Two Rivers WI, stated concerns about the need for the City to revisit and revise the ordinance restricting dogs on Neshotah Beach.  She stated that she has walked on the beach with her dog for over 4 years.  She noted that noise and music on the beach is allowed.  She also stated that, despite the prohibition on dogs on the beach during the summer months, she stopped county after counting thirty dogs on the beach during Kite Fest. She urged the Council to allow dogs on the beach in the mornings, until 10:00 or 11:00 AM   Ms.Tinkham Delo added that she applauds the City for clarifying its the leash law.  Finally, she noted that many signs related to dogs in parks and public areas have not been changed yet.
Council Communications:  Council Member Erin Gonnerman stated that she was contacted by a neighbor concerned about feral cats and/or neighbor cats in neighborhood.  She stated that cats at large are in violation of City ordinance and the Police Department will pick strays up and take them to the Lakeshore Humane Society.  Council Member David England stated that he had a conversation with a person regarding the Lincoln Avenue bike trail; the individual expressed that having the trail stop just north of 35th Street was poor planning.  Mr. Buckley stated that funding for the balance of the trail is under a separate funding agreement with WisDOT, and construction is expected to occur in 2018.  Council Member Patrick Gagnon stated that he and Council Member John Casavant received complaints from citizens urging that  the City to not dump snow at Neshotah Park Beach.  Council Member Darla LeClair stated the Public Works Committee is considering this request.
Council Reports from Boards/Commissions/Committees.  Manager’s Report:  None
City Manager’s Reports:  

Mr. Buckley presented the proposed 2018 City Budget and offered a PowerPoint presentation on highlights of the proposed Budget.    
1. Mr. Buckley reported that he received an email from Matthew Haefs, Engineer WisDOT stating that transferring the property at the Memorial Drive Wayside to the City is in the best interest of both parties.
2. Mr. Buckley stated there is nothing new to report regarding acquisition of the Canadian National Railroad right-of-way.
3. Mr. Buckley reported on the East Side Bike Trail Project.  The City recently contracted with Omnni Associates for Right of Way acquisition work.   

4. Brett LaChapelle and Adam Wachowski/Two Rivers Youth Sports gave an update on the Vietnam Vets Park lighting project.  The old lighting and poles have been removed and the new poles are placed in concrete.  The work is on schedule and being completed rather quickly.  They also reported that, thanks to the initiative of Kirk Shillcox, Two Rivers will host NAFA World Series Men’s Fastpitch Tournament in 2019, with 52 teams from all over the US playing 135 games from Thursday thru Sunday.  Mr. Buckley noted that field improvements will be needed in the near future to prepare for this tournament.
5. Mr. Buckley gave an update on the status of the Hamilton Waterfront Property Acquisition.
6. Mr. Buckley stated that the Pilon Court and Wilson Street projects are pretty much complete.  
7. The City Manager reported that thirty-five of the seventy-one lead service laterals in the current LSL replacement contract have been replaced. 
8. Mr. Buckley reported on the South Pier Emergency Repairs by the US Army Corps of Engineers.   He provided City Council with an email from Robert Stanick of the Corps, who reported that the work has halted for this year, due to unfavorable lake conditions.  The email further stated that the USACE’s floating plant will return to complete the work in May 2018.

9. Mr. Buckley reported on recent presentations to Manitowoc Noon Rotary and the Chamber’s Business Meets with Government lunch meeting.  
10. Mr. Buckley reported on the status of a draft renewal document with the Lakeshore Humane Society.
11. Council Member Mark Bittner asked for an update on community response to the 

recent lead testing results.  Mr. Buckley responded that relatively few calls have been received, and questions have been addressed by Customer Service and Water Utility Staff.

Motion was made by Council Member England, seconded by Council Member Gagnon, to waive reading and adopt the resolution as recommended by the Plan Commission.  Upon a roll call vote, Ayes (7) Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England; Noes (0) None.  Motion carried.
President Koach presented an Award of Bids for Sandy Bay Highlands Conservation Subdivision Phase 2 Infrastructure (for 22-lot expansion of subdivision).  

Motion was made by Council Member Gagnon, seconded by Council Member LeClair to award the bid to Kruczek Construction, Inc of Green Bay, in the low bid amount of $442,000, to be funded from the Streets Capital Fund and Stormwater Fund.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried.
President Koach presented an Agreement with Environmental Resources Management, Inc. and Fisher Scientific International, LLC., Allowing Environmental Investigation Activities on City-Owned Properties Adjacent to the Property Owned by Fisher Scientific International, LLC (Former Hamilton Plant Site.  
Motion was made by Council Member Gonnerman, seconded by Casavant to authorize the City Manager and City Clerk to sign the agreement on behalf of the City.  Upon a roll call vote, Ayes (7) Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon; Noes (0) None.  Motion carried.
President Koach presented a request from St. Johns Evangelical Lutheran Church to hold its Annual Live Nativity in Central Park -East on Saturday, December 2, 2017.
Motion was made by Council Member LeClair, seconded by Council Member Gagnon to approve the request to have barricades placed on the north end of East Park Street and use portable fire pits during the Live Nativity event as recommended by the City Manager.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried.
President Koach presented a Proclamation Declaring October 21, 2017 as "Greg and Judy Goodchild Day" in the City of Two Rivers.   Mr. Buckley noted that this proclamation was presented on that date to the Goodchild’s, at the district convention of the Optimist Clubs of the Wisconsin North-Upper Michigan district, held in Manitowoc.
Motion was made by Council Member Gagnon, seconded by Council Member England to acknowledge and enter into the official record the proclamation as issued by the City Manager on October 20, 2017, and to extend congratulations to Greg and Judy Goodchild on this recognition by the Optimists Clubs of the Wisconsin North Upper Michigan District.  Upon a roll call vote, Ayes (7) Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman; Noes (0) None.  Motion carried.   Mr. Buckley read the proclamation aloud.
President Koach presented an action Authorizing an Adjustment in the City's 2017 Maximum Allowable Tax Levy, as addressed in Wisconsin Statutes Section 66.0602(3)(f)3 in the Amount of $7,727 or 0.15 Percent.
Motion was made by Council Member Gagnon, seconded by England to authorize the adjustment in the maximum allowable levy, as stated, and as recommended by the Personnel and Finance Committee. Motion by Council Member Bitter, seconded by Council Member Gonnerman, to approve payment of $11,571.50 for legal fees incurred by Nick and Lisa Novachek in the matter of the City’s acquisition of the property at 1326 East River Street by eminent domain, and direct City Attorney to proceed with necessary steps to dismiss the pending legal proceeding and close on acquisition of the property.   Upon voice vote, motion carried.
At 8:15 PM, a motion was made by Council Member Bitter, seconded by Council Member Gonnerman, to dispense with the reading of the minutes and adjourn the meeting.  Upon voice vote, motion carried.
