The meeting was called to order by Council President Kay Koach at 6:00 PM.

Roll Call – Present:  Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, and Patrick Gagnon.
Also present were Ross Blaha, Water Utility Director; Joe Collins, Police Chief; Dave Buss, Finance Director; Judy Goodchild, Parks and Recreation Director; Jim McDonald, Public Works Director; Scott Schneider, Fire Chief; and Greg Buckley, City Manager.
President Koach presented a Resolution Authorizing Short-Term Inter-Fund Loan from Storm Water Fund to Sewer Fund, to Cover Costs Incurred for 2017 Capital Projects, Pending Closing on Clean Water Fund Loan (Scheduled for January 24, 2018) – Tabled from November 20, 2017 Meeting.

A motion was made by Council Member Gagnon, seconded by Council Member Powalisz, to waive reading and adopt the resolution.  Upon Roll Call vote, Ayes (9), Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, and Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Noes (0), None.  Motion carried.

President Koach presented a Resolution Adopting Tax Levy for the Fiscal Year ending December 31, 2018.


A motion was made by Council Member Powalisz, seconded by Council Member LeClair, to waive the reading and adopt the resolution, as recommended by the City Manager and the Personnel and Finance Committee.  Upon Roll Call vote; Ayes (9), Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach; Noes (0), None. Motion carried.


President Koach presented a Resolution Approving Business Improvement District Levy and Assessment rate for 2018.


A motion was made by Council Member Shimulunas, seconded by Council Member LeClair, to waive the reading and adopt the resolution, consistent with the budget adopted by the Main Street Board, and as recommended by the Business Improvement District Board.  Upon Roll Call vote; Ayes (9), Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair; Noes (0), None. Motion carried.


President Koach presented a Resolution Adopting the General Fund budget for the Fiscal Year ending December 31, 2018.


A motion was made by Council Member Gagnon, seconded by Council Member England, to waive the reading and adopt the resolution, as recommended by the City Manager and the Personnel and Finance Committee.  Upon Roll Call vote; Ayes (9), Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz; Noes (0), None. Motion carried.


President Koach presented a Resolution Adopting Debt Service Fund budget for the Fiscal Year ending December 31, 2018.


A motion was made by Council Member England, seconded by Council Member Casavant, to waive the reading and adopt the resolution, as recommended by the City Manager and the Personnel and Finance Committee.  Upon Roll Call vote; Ayes (9), Mark Bittner, John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas; Noes (0), None. Motion carried.


President Koach presented a Resolution Adopting Budgets for Other Funds (Capital Projects Funds, Special Revenue Funds and Utility Funds) for the Fiscal Year ending December 31, 2018.


A motion was made by Council Member LeClair, seconded by Council Member Powalisz, to waive the reading and adopt the resolution, as recommended by the City Manager and the Personnel and Finance Committee.  Upon Roll Call vote; Ayes (9), John Casavant, David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner; Noes (0), None. Motion carried.


President Koach presented a Resolution Affirming Water Utility Property Tax Equivalent at 2002 level – such affirmation requested by Public Service Commission as part of its review of the City’s recent rate application.


A motion was made by Council Member LeClair, seconded by Council Member Gonnerman, to waive the reading and adopt the resolution.  Upon Roll Call vote; Ayes (9), David England, Patrick Gagnon, Erin Gonnerman, Kay Koach, Darla LeClair, Jack Powalisz, Bonnie Shimulunas, Mark Bittner, John Casavant; Noes (0), None. Motion carried.

Mr. Buckley presented a review of the City TIF districts history: overview and the opportunities to fund additional activities.

Mr. Rick Carey appeared before the Council to discuss in open session a potential development project, related to the closed session that appeared on the agenda.  Discussion followed.

At 7:20 PM, a motion was made by Council Member Gonnerman, seconded by Council Member Casavant, to enter into Closed Sessions, per Wisc. Stats. 19.85(1)(e) deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investment of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session to discuss matters.  The agenda noted that the closed session would pertain to possible property acquisition.
