Bike/Ped Trail to South Pier
      Mr. Buckley reported the City's application for $48,000 in the WI Coastal Management Program funding has been recommended for funding by CMP staff and the CMP Project Selection Committee that met in Madison on January 30, 2018.  The project would construct an 8 foot wide paved trail, about 1/4 mile long, from the Lake/Washington intersection to the south pier.  The project remains contingent on a new Federal Budget for the fiscal year that began October 1, 2017.  Councilmember Bittner and the City Manager presented information on the project to the Project Selection Committee in Madison on January 30.
2.
Major Water Leak on East Side, January 30
Mr. Buckley reported the repairs on the January 30 east side water leak are completed and the section of the main re-activated on January 31.  The estimated cost of $5,000.
3.
Recent Police Department Officer Resiliency Training
Mr. Buckley reported the Two Rivers Police Department hosted a training session on Officer Resiliency on January 8-10, 2018.  Twenty-four people representing fifteen different agencies, including Chicago Police Department, participated in FBI National Academy's three day Comprehensive Officer Resiliency-Train-the-Trainer Program.  The program is based on resiliency training developed for the various branches of the military.  The Officer Safety & Wellness Committee of the FBI National Academy Association, chaired by TRPD Chief Joe Collins, has partnered with the United States Air Force to convert this program to be a public safety training program.  Three members of the TRPD's command staff and one of its volunteer chaplains were among the graduates.  This program was offered in Two Rivers with grant funding, at no cost to area police agencies. 
4.
Electric Lineworkers' Mutual Aid Mission to US Virgin Islands
Mr. Buckley reported that the personnel have returned and the utility truck will be back in Florida the week of February 12.
5.
Lead Service Laterals Replacement Project
Mr. Buckley stated the staff is to review the plans with Utilities Committee on February 7 to assure compliance with 2018 Lead Service Lateral  replacement as mandated by the DNR.
6.
East Side Bike Trail Project
Mr. Buckley reported on the East Side Bike/Ped Trail to the High School.  The preliminary valuation report for property acquisition was delivered by appraiser last week; several full appraisals on several properties are pending, to be delivered by month-end.
7.
Hamilton Waterfront Property Acquisition
Mr. Buckley reported that the staff will provide an update to the City Council in closed session.
8.
Canadian National Railroad Right-of-Way Property Acquisition
Mr. Buckley reported that a recent dialogue with representatives of CN RR indicates some progress on the possible acquisition, which could have a positive impact on several redevelopment sites along Memorial Drive, between Woodland Drive and downtown.
9.
Memorial Drive Wayside - Transfer from DOT
Mr. Buckley stated the new ROW plat is in process; comments from DOT attorney about restrictive covenants are expected any day now.
10.
Other
Mr. Buckley reported that Vinton Construction was awarded the 2017 Outstanding Highway Construction Award for Concrete Projects by the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, at the recent Contractor-Engineer Conference in Madison.  Of five projects nominated, Vinton receive the award for excellence in concrete paving for the Lincoln Avenue project in Two Rivers.
Mr. Buckley commended City DPW crews for excellent snow removal on the prior weekend.
