Swearing-in of New Part-Time Police Officer Robert Wandrie
Mr. Buckley called upon Joe Collins, Police Chief to introduce new Part-Time Police Officer, Robert Wandrie.  City Clerk Graves administered the Oath of Office to Officer Wandrie and the City Council welcomed him.

2018 Domazlice Sister City Exchange Visits
Mr. Buckley reported on the Domazlice-Two Rivers Sister Cities Exchange.  The Two Rivers delegation visits Domazlice May 1-6, 2018. The Domazlice delegation visits Two Rivers June 30-July 5, 2018.
2.
Harbor Issue:   Emergency Repairs to South Breakwater
Mr. Buckley reported the City Staff met with representatives of the Detroit District, U.S. Army Corps of Engineers on February 13, 2018 to discuss the South Breakwater repairs.  He noted that the Corps’ Kewaunee-based maintenance crew was unable to complete the work after mobilizing to Two Rivers in the Fall of 2018, due to weather and wave conditions; they are scheduled to return and complete the work this Spring.
3.
Harbor Issue:  Reconfiguration of Harbor Entrance on Lake Michigan to Address Storm Surge and Reduce Shoaling
Mr. Buckley reported the City continues to seek long-term design solutions to historic problems of storm surge and shoaling in the outer harbor.  The City and the Corps of Engineers made an initial investment in the planning for such a project in a 2015-17 study jointly funded by the City and the Corps.  The Corps is currently considering a request of funding of an engineering study to finalize an preferred alternative and then move forward with the construction work.  Mr. Buckley stated he is setting meetings with Congressional staff during his upcoming trip to Washington, D.C., to discuss this needed project.
4.
Lead Service Laterals Replacement Project
Mr. Buckley reported the City is mandated by WDNR to replace at least 160 LSL's by September 30, 2018.  Planned capital projects account for 60 LSL's and another 57 LSL's serve properties where the "public side" LSL was replaced in 2010.  Another 200+ private side LSL's are in areas where the public side LSL's were replaced in years 2000 -2010; mailings will go out to those property owners in the near future.
5.
Electric Lineworkers' Mutual Aid Mission to US Virgin Islands--Completed
Mr. Buckley stated the utilities bucket truck arrived back in Florida on February 10.  Two lineworkers flew down and drove the truck home, arriving back in town on February 12, 2018.
6.
Parks & Recreation Director Recruitment
Mr. Buckley reported on the recruitment for the Parks and Recreation Director position.  Twenty-nine application have been received.  Six semi-finalist have been ID'd with interviews the week of March 5, 2018.  Judy Goodchild retires April 2, 2018.
7.
Appointment of New Part-Time Plumbing Inspector
Mr. Buckley reported Wes Grube of Potter has been appointed as part-time Plumbing Inspector.  He replaces Bill Scola, who retired on December 31, 2017.
8.
Safety Committee Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) Project
Mr. Buckley stated the Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS's) are available online.  This recently completed project by the City's Safety Program puts approximately 670 MSDS's from all City departments, online.  This replaces individual notebooks at the City's various work sites.
9.
East Side Bike Trail Project
Mr. Buckley stated a preliminary valuation report for property acquisition was delivered by the appraiser on January 30, 2018.  Three property owners have been contacted and will be eligible for "nominal payments."  Full appraisal reports on five properties are pending, to be delivered by month-end.
10.
Memorial Drive Wayside - Transfer from DOT
Mr. Buckley reported on the Memorial Drive Wayside acquisition from WisDOT.  The new right-of-way plat is in process and the proposed transfer appears to be on-track for action at the April County Board meeting.
11.
Hamilton Waterfront Property Acquisition
Mr. Buckley reported the City has commissioned a new appraisal;  Thermo Fisher environmental consultants on February 7, 2018 provided the latest report on environmental testing to WI DNR.
12.
Canadian National Railroad Right-of-Way Property Acquisition
Mr. Buckley reported on a recent dialogue with representatives of CN RR indicating some progress on the possible acquisition, which could have a positive impact on several redevelopment sites along Memorial Drive, between Woodland Drive and downtown.
13.
Review Schedule for Activities Associated With 2018 Capital Projects
Mr. Buckley presented the 2018 Capital Project Contract tracking schedule.
14.
Water Rate Filing with PSCW -- Telephonic Hearing is Set for Wednesday, March 7, 2018 at 3:00 PM in the Council Chambers at City Hall
Mr. Buckley reported on the Water Rate Filing with the PSCW; based on the review of the application, PSCW staff is recommending a rate increase of 12 percent.  A Telephonic Hearing with PSCW is set for Wednesday, March 7, 2018 at 3:00 PM.  The Hearing Notice will be published this week.
