Councilmembers and the City Manager discussed participation in the rally at the Lighthouse Inn on Sunday, March 18, 2018 starting at 11:00 AM to urge Governor Walker to reconsider his decision to rescind his 2014 nomination for the designation of the new Sanctuary.
