Discussion Items

	A.
	Recent Nomination of Two Rivers Census Tract 54 as an “Economic Opportunity Zone” by Governor Walker


Mr. Buckley reported the Two Rivers Census Tract 54 includes the City's two industrial parks, vacant former Pargaon facility, former Eggers West plant and other major development and redevelopment sites.
The City also nominated Census Tract 53, which includes the downtown area as its second priority for an Economic Opportunity Zones, but it was not selected.  Manitowoc nominated four low-income census tracts, and one was recommended by the Governor.  
Mr. Buckley referenced handouts that described how Economic Opportunity Zones are intended to spur private investment in high unemployment, lower income census tracts, by offering preferred tax treatment for capital gains that are re-invested in these areas.  The City will stay on top of this opportunity, with the assistance of Progress Lakeshore.
Mr. Buckley also expressed appreciation for support for the City’s nominations that was provided by Progress Lakeshore and State Representatives Andre Jacque and Paul Titt

	Discuss Recent Activities Related to Lake Michigan – Wisconsin National Marine Sanctuary


Mr. Buckley reported he has been conferring with the mayors of Sheboygan, Port Washington and Manitowoc regarding continued community support of the Lake Michigan-Wisconsin National Marine Sanctuary.  He added that there is broad consensus it was a political decision by Governor Walker, something the Governor will not reconsider until at least after the November 2019 gubernatorial election.

	Economic Development Strategic Plan:  Goals, Objectives, Strategies and Timetables for Implementation


Mr. Buckley reviewed and revised the Economic Development Strategic Plan:  Goals, Objectives, Strategies and Timetables to be incorporated into the Economic Development Strategic Plan final report.  Councilmembers discussed changes to the listing, which Mr. Buckley will revise for consideration at the April 2 City Council meeting.

	City Ordinance, Policy and Past Practices Related to Provision of Water and Sewer Service to Properties Located Outside of the City’s Corporate Limits


Mr. Buckley reported on City Ordinance Section 5-1-2 which needs to be updated to reflect updated statutory references.  He also described a recent meeting between staff and Allen Bergseth, who is building a new home just outside the City limits at CTH VV and Riverview Drive.  He stated that Mr. Bergseth does not want to be annexed into the City, but would like City water service.
Councilmember Gagnon suggested that the City Council first consider updating the ordinance, then consider Mr. Bergeth's request.
