Status/Update Reports

1.
Status of Proposed Lake Michigan - Wisconsin National Marine Sanctuary

Mr. Buckley reported in the aftermath of Governor Walker's surprise action on March 6, rescinding his 2014 nomination of the Sanctuary.  He reported that city leaders from Two Rivers, Manitowoc, Sheboygan and Port Washington continue to work together to urge the Governor to reconsider.  They are currently working to gather new letters from groups and individuals in support of the Sanctuary, and to encourage development of a community-based "Friends of the Sanctuary" group to carry a grass roots campaign forward.
2.
Recruitment/Selection Process for New Parks and Recreation Director

Mr. Buckley reported that City Councilmembers, City employees and members of the Two Rivers Community gathered on April 2 at the J.E. Hamilton Community House to extend best wishes to Judy Goodchild on her retirement after 23 years with the City, including 10 years as Parks and Recreation Director.  

The City Manager also reported that Kevin Boehm, currently Parks and Recreation Director for the City of Enid, Oklahoma, will begin work as Two Rivers new Parks and Recreation Director on April 30, 2018.
3.
Lead Water Service Laterals Replacement

Mr. Buckley reported forty-one lead service laterals have been replaced since October 1 under the 2017 contract.  Twenty-three lead service laterals are currently lined up for replacement, based on recent outreach activity.  A total of 124 are currently completed or planned, out of 170 required to be replaced by September 30.
4.
Phase 2, Sandy Bay Highlands Conservation Subdivision

Mr. Buckley reported that contractor Kruczek Construction has commenced site utility work, connecting lots of the extension of Sandy Ridge Drive to existing water and sewer mains and installing new sanitary sewer along the new street, Lake Breeze Way.  Connecting Phase 2 to City water and sewer utilities on CTH O (Sandy Bay Road) will require full-width excavation of that County truck, necessitating detour. The detour is scheduled for the week of April 9-13; press release and mailing to impacted property owners along CTH O have been mailed out April 3, 2018.
5.
Razing of Former Blue Goose Tavern, 1326 East River Street

Mr. Buckley stated the sampling and testing of building materials for asbestos and for lead-based paint identified only a limited amount of potential asbestos containing material on a heating system ductwork and in a limited amount of floor tile.  There was no lead-based paint identified.  City staff will line up an asbestos abatement contractor and get quotes on demolition.

Acquisition of Former Riverfront Liquor Property, 1431 East River

Mr. Buckley reported on the proposed City purchase of this property is back on the agenda for City Council action this evening; action will follow closed session discussion at the end of the meeting.
7.
Acquisition of WisDOT Wayside Property, Memorial Drive on Lake Michigan at Woodland Drive

Mr. Buckley reported the County Highway Committee on March 13 recommended the approval of the Memorial Drive Wayside acquisition from WisDOT.  The new ROW plat is in process and the proposed transfer appears to be on-track for action at the April County Board meeting.
8.
Vets Park Improvements

Mr. Buckley reported on the installation of storm water drains that will start in a couple of weeks.
9.
Acquisition of CN Railroad Right-of-Way

Mr. Buckley reported on the recent dialogue with representatives of CN RR, which will be discussed further in closed session.  This 100-foot wide former rail corridor is key to future redevelopment along the Memorial Drive corridor, as recognized in the City's 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

Eastside Bike/Pedestrian Trail

Mr. Buckley reported that property acquisition agreements are finalized with the majority of the parties along planned trail.

Other

Mr. Buckley stated he sent a certified letter out on March 19 to Thermo Fisher CEO Marc Casper, urging a "collaborative approach" to planning for productive re-use of this crucial site.  The letter was confirmed as received on March 22.
