Mr. Buckley introduced Parks and Recreation Director Kevin Boehm.  Director Boehm provided a brief report on his personal and professional background and stated that he is looking forward to serving the citizens of Two Rivers.

Status/Update Reports

1.
Conveyance of Memorial Drive Wayside Property from WisDOT and Manitowoc County to City of Two Rivers
Mr. Buckley reported at the County Board April 24 meeting the board approved the wayside acquisition.  Conveyance still needs to be finalized and he will work with WisDOT and County Staff on this matter.  The wayside area includes the site of the Spirit of the Rivers sculpture which is scheduled for installation this Summer with the dedication on September 16.

2.
Applications for WDNR 2018 Trails Grants

Mr. Buckley stated per City Council authorizing resolutions approved on April 23, two applications were submitted on May 1: application for 50% funding ($110,000) for a project to mill and resurface approximately 1.66 miles of Mariners Trail and application for 38% funding ($150,000 on a $394,000 project) to construct a new trail segment from Tannery and 45th Streets to a new river overlook on Riverview.  City staff made the decision not to apply for funding to assist with milling and resurfacing the half0mile paved portion of the Rawley Point Trail (Walsh Field to trail bridge just north of Sandy Ridge Drive), as also authorized by City Council resolution.  This was due to time constraints and assigning a lower priority to this project.  The Friends of Mariners Trail pledged a minimum of $10,000 to assist in meeting local match requirements of the application related to Mariners Trail.  The City of Manitowoc provided a letter of support for that application.

3.
Two Rivers Electric Utility Recognized with APPA Safety Award and RP3 Reliability Award

Mr. Buckley reported the Two Rivers Electric Utility earned Reliability and Safety Awards presented at the American Public Power Association’s annual O&M conference in Raleigh, NC.  Two Rivers was only one of 118 municipal utilities to get RP3 Diamond level award, the highest level, out of 2,000 municipal utilities nationwide.

4.
Vets Park Boat Launch Improvements

Mr. Buckley reported that general contractor Vinton Construction is completing storm sewer work, and expects to complete fine grading this week, in preparation for paving next week.  This $358,000 project is being assisted with a DNR grant.

5.
Sandy Bay Highlands Conservation Subdivision, Phase 2

Mr. Buckley reported that general contractor Kruczek Construction has completed installation of water, sanitary sewer and storm sewer mains to serve the 22 lots in Phase 2, including utility tie-ins on CTH O, Sandy Bay Road.  Subcontractor Vinton Construction should start grading and graveling of Phase 2 next week, conditions permitting.  The Plan Commission will consider recommendation to designate Phase 2 as a Conservation Subdivision (a conditional use) on May 14, with recommendation to be forwarded to City Council on May 21.

6.
Lead Water Service Lateral Replacement

Mr. Buckley reported the mailings and follow-up continue.  The Utility Director will report to the Utilities Committee at its next meeting.
7.
Public Notices Regarding Lead in Drinking Water

Mr. Buckley stated a second press release on water system testing exceeding Drinking Water Standard for lead back on October 2017 went out to the media and a second round of public notices have gone out in the current round of customer bills. This additional notification is per WDNR requirements, he reported.
8.
Eastside Bike Trail to High School

Mr. Buckley reported the property acquisition agreements have been finalized with all seven private parties along the planned trail, as well as the School District.  The DNR permit for limited wetland filling was received.  The project is expected to go out for bids in early June and the bid opening will be June 25.

9.
Canadian National Railway Property Acquisition

Mr. Buckley reported on the recent dialogue with representatives of CN RR includes a proposed purchase agreement from the railroad.  This 100-foot wide former rail corridor is key to future redevelopment along the Memorial Drive corridor, as recognized in the City’s 2010 Comprehensive Plan.

10.
Upcoming HUD Review of Wisconsin Local Economic Development Revolving Loan Funds Capitalized with Community Development Block Grant Funds

Mr. Buckley stated the review will occur the week of May 14.  The WI Dept. of Administration has indicated the review may result in more monitoring and reporting requirements.  The local units should have records ready to scan to WDOA/HUD if requested.  He also reported that City Economic Development loan to HMF Innovations/David Wage loan was recently repaid in full.
