Council member Andrews stated that he received a message from a local citizen stating the Beach Bash music is too loud and goes too long. Council member Shimulunas stated she received a citizen concern about serving beer on concert nights. This will be explained during the City Manager's Report on the agenda by Main Street Director Roger Russove. Council member Andrews stated that he was also contacted by a resident who is seeking a location for walking indoors, in light of the closing of the Mall. Kevin Boehm, Parks and
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Recreation Director responded that the Community House gym is open for walkers. City Manager Mr. Buckley stated that a local homeowner has concerns over an invasive type plant and the noxious weed ordinance needs to be revised; and an amendment will be presented on the May 29 special work session agenda.

3. VFW Post 1248 Representative Jenine Soucoup, to Announce 2018 Poppy Sale Times and Locations (with Poppies for Purchase by Councilmembers)
Ms. Soucoup, announced 2018 Poppy sales during the week of May 20 - 26 at Piggly Wiggly, Pick N Save, Patsy's Mobil, Kwik Trip and Shoreline Credit Union in Two Rivers. Proceeds will benefit veterans. Mr. Buckley stated that this is an important community fund raiser and encouraged the community to participate.
4. Two Rivers Main Street Director Roger Russove, to Announce Plans for Market & Music in the Park
Roger Russove plans for Market & Music in the Park program from June 7 through August with 20 market booths and a variety of food trucks. Councilmembers discussed the proposed Special Class B license for beer sales at these events-application listed later on the agenda.

B. Status/Update Reports
1 Conveyance of Memorial Drive Wayside Property from WisDOT and Manitowoc County to City of Two Rivers
Mr. Buckley reported he is working to set up a conference call with WisDOT and the County representative, to finalize legal descriptions for deeds to be used in transfer. The draft right-of-way plat was received from WisDOT on May 8, 2018. Hamann Construction plans to begin site work within 2 weeks. The sculpture is slated to arrive from the foundry in July.
2. Grant Award for Access Improvements at North Pier
Mr. Buckley stated the DNR staff recently contracted the City about a partial grant award for Access Improvements at North Pier, which was the subject of a 2018 Stewardship Grant application. City had applied for $45,000 to assist with the $102,000 project. Grant funding available at this time is about $21,000. City will be receiving a grant agreement from WDNR, for a project period running to June 30, 2020.
3. Vets Park Boat Launch Improvements
Mr. Buckley reported the paving work was completed on Friday, May 18; landscape restoration started on Saturday. The lot striping will be done by City DPW crews. This work, funded in part with a $144,000 grant from the WI DNR, wraps up improvements at this facility over the past four years totaling over $800,000. Projects have included new fish cleaning station, new ramp, boat wash, improved docks and resurfaced parking lot, with related storm sewer replacement.
4 Vietnam Vets Park Improvement
Mr. Buckley reported that the asphalt paving is completed on the expanded public parking area to serve the park. City crews will be paving concrete entry and exit drives to Riverview Drive.
5. Sandy Bay Highlands Conservation Subdivision, Phase 2
Mr. Buckley reported the work continues on grading and graveling for Phase 2,
consisting of 22 lots.
6. Eastside Bike Trail to High School
Mr. Buckley reported the deeds and easements have been obtained from all property owners along the route. WisDOT staff and consultants are reviewing the real estate records, the final step prior to authorizing the letting of the project. Project scheduled to be advertised on June 1, for bid opening on June 25, 2018.
7. South Pier Repairs by U.S. Army Corps of Engineers
Mr. Buckley reported the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Floating Plant based in Kewaunee will arrive in Two Rivers on Tuesday May 22, to complete repairs to the south pier that were delayed last Fall, due to weather conditions. Work consists of pumping concrete through holes bored through the concrete cap, to fill the void beneath, then placing more armor stone around the tip of the pier.
8. Canadian National Railway Property Acquisition
Mr. Buckley stated the CN representative will visit Two Rivers this week, to meet with
City staff and continue discussions about property acquisition.
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9. Next BizStarts Two Rivers Meeting, Lester Public Library, Wednesday, May 23, 6:00 PM
Mr. Buckley invited anyone who owns a business or is thinking of starting one to attend the BizStart meeting to connect with resources, organizations and experts who can help establish a thriving business.
10. Other
Mr. Buckley reported that City closed on the purchase of 1431 East River Street (former Riverfront Liquor) on April 16, 2018. Mr. Buckley and Jason Stangland of Smith Group/JJR toured the area on April 10 to approve a contract for conceptual planning for "East River Street Gateway" on May 4. The lead and asbestos sampling was completed on May 11 and the report was received on May 18. Based on lead and asbestos reports for this building and the Blue Goose, the City will get quotes on asbestos abatement and demolition.
