	Ordinance to Amend the Zoning District Map to Re-Zone Lot 8, Block 4 and Lot 5, Block 1, Sandy Bay Highlands Subdivision No. 2, from R-1 Residential to R-2 Residential


Recommended Action:
Motion to waive reading and adopt the Ordinance
Vice-President Gonnerman opened the first call, Denise Elfering, 3201 CTH O, Town of Two Rivers addressed the Council stating her concern with the proposed re-zoning, noting that the original plan for this area was for higher end single-family homes.  She also questioned whether the new road, Orchard Lane would change the water flows in the area.  She stated that she is not in favor of the re-zoning.
On the second call, Chuck Hanf, 6130 CTH O, addressed the Council – He stated that he owns the rental property at 2607 Sandy Bay Road; south of Lake Breeze Road that property never had water in its basement before Phase 1 was built but now with the subdivision he has water in basement.  He stated that he doesn't want to see multi-family property in the area.  He also questioned the City spending so much money for the development of the area and questioned whether the City can get a payback for its investment in the subdivision.  
On the third call, no one addressed the Council.  Vice-President Gonnerman closed the hearing.
Council member Gagnon asked for an updated report on Sandy Bay Highland with costs, lot sales, lot sale revenue and property tax revenue.

Mr. Buckley noted that, upon reviewing the ordinance before the Council, he recognized that one of the parcels proposed for re-zoning was improperly identified; it should have been Lot 1, Block 5, but was listed on both the agenda and in the ordinance as Lot 5, Block 1.  He stated that the Council should not take action on this matter, and the hearing needs to be re-scheduled.

Denise Elfering, 3201 CTH O, Two Rivers noted that an item on the agenda addressed the conveyance of Sandy Bay Subdivision Phase to the Community Development Authority.  She asked what the CDA is all about.  Mr. Buckley that the Community Development Authority has the specific statutory legal authority related to property sales and purchases, and in fact is the City entity that has handled lot sales, realtor selection, etc. for Sandy Bay who selected a realtor who can sell lots, Phase 1.

Letters and other communications from citizens

Councilmember England stated that he had heard from a downtown store owner concerned about sidewalk bike traffic on Washington Street.  Mr. Buckley noted that he has received similar complaints.  He noted that there are signs on each block of Washington Street stating no bikes on sidewalks.  He added that the police department could step up enforcement on both bikes and skateboards.
Councilmember Andrews stated that he received a concerned citizen’s call about the Two Rivers Polar Bears considering leaving Two Rivers, because the Parks and Recreation Department is not cooperating on issues related to Walsh Field.  Mr. Buckley stated that this was the first he had heard of such concerns, and that the Parks and Recreation Director will follow up with the Polar Bears.

Domazlice Sister Cities Visit
Mr. Buckley reported that 10 guests from Two Rivers' Sister City of Domazlice in the Czech Republic arrived here on Saturday, June 30, and will be visiting through Wednesday, July 4.  Their full schedule includes of a get-acquainted meeting with the City Council and department heads, a tour of the high school with District Administrator Lisa Quistorf, a city tour with a stop at the beach, dinner with the Sister City Committee,  welcome and dedication , of the Matt Konop memorial plaque band concert, ice cream social, performance of "The Accidental Hero" by Patrick Dewane and tours at Green Bay Lambeau Field, Hamilton Wood Type Museum, Wisconsin Maritime Museum and Submarine, Rogers Street Fishing Village with a fish boil, Stangelville church reception, jazz at the Forst Inn, Port Sandy Bay pizza, dinner at the Manitowoc Yacht Club and the community 4th of July celebration at Walsh Field. 
2.
Eastside Bicycle and Pedestrian Trail
Mr. Buckley reported that confirmation of the City Council approval of bids on June 25 has been forwarded to WisDOT, which must also approve the low bidder.  Low bid was from Vinton Construction, in the amount of $402, 947.63, 17.3% below engineer's cost estimate.
3.
Water System Lead Testing
Mr. Buckley stated that 60 samples have been collected and sent for lab analysis in June; to pass DNR standard, no more that 10% can show lead over 15 ppb.  52 sample results are in, with only 4 (7.7%) exceeding that level.  The utility is still waiting on the last 8 test results.
4.
Water System Lead Water Service Lateral Replacement
Mr. Buckley reported the work is ongoing; 72 of 160 have been replaced so far, this year; a grant agreement for $500,000 in "principal forgiveness" is on tonight's agenda.
5.
Lake Michigan Water Intake Cleaning Project
Mr. Buckley reported the work is scheduled for July 16 to August 3.  Big industrial pumps will pump high volumes of water out through the lake intake, clearing built-up sediment.
6.
Water Trail Project
Mr. Buckley stated the work continues on installation of signage and trail system maps.
7.
Blue Goose and Riverfront Liquor Properties
Mr. Buckley reported the asbestos and lead paint reports on both properties have been completed. A structural report on the Blue Goose should be received by July 20.  City Manager expects to present recommendations for demolition options on the Blue Goose at the July work session. The concept plans for the East River Street corridor, from Washington Street to Jefferson Street, have been provided to the City by Smith Group/JJR.
8.
Sandy Bay Highlands Phase 2
Mr. Buckley reported the underground electric, phone and cable are mostly installed.  Electric utility crews are installing street lights this week.  Natural gas installation is in progress.  The stone monument sign for Phase 1 has been ordered and a temporary marketing sign for Phase 2 is being ordered.

Memorial Drive Wayside Spirit of the Rivers
Mr. Buckley stated the site and foundation work at Memorial Drive site continues.

Mr. Buckley reported the start dates are still pending; likely late July-early August on the upcoming street and utility projects on 27th Street, Adams Street and 37th Street.
