Councilmember Shimulunas Wastewater Treatment Plant tour.
Councilmember Casavant asked if having grit removal facilities at the wasterwater plant when it was first built could have saved the City money.  City Manager Buckley stated that neither the original plant nor the upgrade in the early 2000’s included grit removal. He added that grit removal facilities were deleted from the upgrade project to help reduce the budget, upon the consulting engineer’s recommendation that grit did not appear t be a big problem for the plant.  He further stated that it has become clear in recent years that grit—much of it in the form of sand that enters the collection system through leaky mains—is indeed wearing out parts of the treatment facility.

Past Weekend's Events

Mr. Buckley reported on a successful Ethnic Festival in downtown Two Rivers on September 15, the Spirit of the Rivers dedication on September 16 and the "Light Up the Lakeshore" Two Rivers Design Weekend.
2.
Thank You to American Legion Auxiliary--Large Flag for Community House

Mr. Buckley thanked VFW Auxiliary Post 1248 for their generous donation of a new flag for the J.E. Hamilton Community House.
3.
Jack Strodthoff Art Collection--Sketches of Two Rivers Landmarks

Mr. Buckley stated the Jack Stordthoff Art Collection will be on display at City Hall through October.  The detailed color sketches of many Two Rivers landmarks were donated to Rogers Street Fishing Village by the family of the artist. 
4.
Memorial Drive Wayside

Mr. Buckley reported the City has secured the services of AECOM to complete a metes and bounds survey, as required by Manitowoc County as a condition of the property conveyance.  The survey is to be completed by November 30.  County Corporation Counsel has met with surveyor and agreed to the work plan.  The cost to City is estimated at $10,500.  Mayor Nickels has indicated that the City of Manitowoc will pay half of the cost of the survey, as it plans to take ownership of the southerly portion of the property, near the Chamber of Commerce.
5.
Follow up Water Department Intake Cleaning

Mr. Buckley stated the Water Utility Department has completed the test pumping at rates up to 3.5 million gallons per day, with no increase in raw water turbidity, confirming the benefits of the intake cleaning.
6.
Follow up Regarding Lead Water Service Lateral Replacement

Mr. Buckley reported the lead water service lateral replacement is on track to meet DNR required replacement of 158 lead service laterals by September 30.

7.
Adams Street Water Main and Services

Mr. Buckley reported Advance Construction is still in the process of replacing the water main and laterals on Adams Street, working south from 34th Street to 31st Street.  The work on 37th to 38th Street connection has commenced, which eliminated the dead end on 37th Street.

8.
37th Street Water Main and Services

Mr. Buckley reported. hat the new water main segment, connecting to a main on 38th Street, has been installed.
9.
27th Street Utility and Street Work

Mr. Buckley reported the sewer lining work is completed.  The concrete removal in advance of water and sewer laterals replacement in the right-of-way is proceeding.  The contractor completed nearly two blocks of water service replacement, at a rate of 3-4 services per day.
10.
Raider Trail

Mr. Buckley reported the construction began on Monday, September 10 and the dedication event will be Saturday, October 27 at 10:00 AM.
11.
Demolition of Suettinger, Blue Goose and Riverfront Liquor Properties

Mr. Buckley reported the water, sewer, gas and electric utilities slated for disconnection this week.  The asbestos abatement at the private homes on Jefferson Street is to be completed on September 25-26.  The quotes for demolition of the Blue Goose, Suettinger Hardware building and two privately-owned houses are due Friday, September 21.  The City Request for Quotes requires that all demolition work to be completed by October 26.  He also stated SMI has prepared plans for modifying the Riverfront Liquor building to accommodate a partial demolition, with retention of the newer (easterly) section.  The City has contracted with Hubbartt Electric to relocate electric service entrance and plan on construction new east and exterior walls and completing demolition with City departments.
12.
WG&R Bedding Plant Expansion

Mr. Buckley stated a building permit was pulled two weeks ago and has commenced construction.  This 24,000 SF addition will increase the plant's size by 50 percent.  Total project, including over $900,000 in new machinery and equipment, is projected to create at least 15 new jobs.  The company will be pursuing a loan application with the City's BIDC to assist with machinery and equipment financing.
