	Agreement Granting City's Consent to Assignment of Payment and Industrial Development Agreement Dated August 8, 2003, from Hardwood Products Inc. (Formerly Eggers Industries, Inc.) to Eggers Division, LLC

Mr. Buckley stated that Ann Duebner, VP Eggers and Jeff Simon, Comptroller were in the audience.  Ms. Duebner addressed the Council regarding the recent acquisition of Eggers by VT industries of Iowa.  She noted that the new owners see Eggers as an important addition to their company and have expressed appreciation to the Two Rivers and Neenah plan workforces who have built Eggers’ reputation for quality in the marketplace.
Mr. Buckley stated that the proposed agreement transfers to the new company the benefits from City of Two Rivers Tax Incremental District 9, which continues to reimburse Eggers for a portion of its $23 million investment in a new Two Rivers plant in 2003.  He noted that the City’s maximum obligation under the agreement is for $1.88 million, which is being paid to Eggers with interest, based on TIF revenues received.

27th Street Utility and Street Work

Mr. Buckley reported the water and sewer lateral installation is complete.  The preparation of the gravel base for new curb, gutter and asphalt paving are underway.

Adams Street Water Main and Services

Mr. Buckley reported the water main and service work is completed and the pavement restoration is in progress.

Wastewater Treatment Plant Project

Mr. Buckley stated the $4.5 million project continues.  The financing on tonight's agenda is for long-term financing on this project and 2018 sewer collection system work which includes $700,000 "principal forgiveness," funding for these projects, with the balance to be financed over 20 years at 1.87%.
