Letters and other communications from citizens

Councilmember Gonnerman stated that she was contracted by citizen Neal Jacquart about the City Council’s November 19 action, rescinding its prior authorization for the City Manager and City Clerk to sign a new contract with Adam Wachowski’s business for operation of the concession stands at Neshotah Beach and Vietnam Veteran Park.  She stated a meeting will be set up with Council President Powalisz, Mr. Buckley and Mr. Wachowski.
Councilmembers England and Andrews stated that they also had phone conversations with Neal Jacquart.
Councilmember Shimulunas stated that leaves were not being picked up in recent weeks on the south side of the City and are sitting in the streets.  Mr. Buckley replied that leaf collection ran through the week after Thanksgiving.  He added that City crews could check the south side for remaining leaf piles in the streets.  Ms. Shimulunas responded that this was not necessary, as the leaves had been run over by vehicles, had in some cases washed into the storm drains, and had generally disappeared.

Mr. Buckley called upon Ken Kozak, Electric Director to introduce Greg Skurupey, Two Rivers Water and Light shared Energy Services Representative from WPPI.  The City Council welcomed Mr. Skurupey.

Status/Update Reports

1.
Memorial Drive Wayside, Land Transfer

Mr. Buckley stated the goal is to accomplish the land transfer by December 31, 2018, then transfer the second wayside, located entirely outside city limits and extending to Chamber of Commerce, to the City of Manitowoc.  Preliminary plats of survey were received on November 30 and December 3 from AECOM: legal descriptions needed for deeds should be received this week and then forwarded for review by Manitowoc county Corporation Counsel.  
2.
Water System Lead Testing

Mr. Buckley reported on round two of the Water Utility’s 2018 lead testing.  Of the 60 samples required, 38 have been taken and sent to the lab.  Four exceeded allowable lead levels.  To pass the testing, total exceedances must not exceed 10 percent of the samples. 
3.
2018 Capital Projects Wrap-Up

Mr. Buckley reported the resurfacing work over utility projects has been completed on 27th, Adams and 37/38th Streets.  The Raider Trail is completed and dedicated.  The Wastewater Treatment Plant $4.5 million project is well underway.  Financing for the $4.2 million wastewater plant project includes $700,000 "principal forgiveness," balance financed over 20 years at 1.87% through a Clean Water Fund loan.

Other

Mr. Buckley reported on current career opportunities with the City of Two Rivers. The Police and Fire Commission meets on December 5 for possible action on the Fire Chief finalist candidate and the recommended appointment of full-time Police Patrol Office.  The new Recreation Supervisor Tracy Rudi will start on January 2, 2019.  Interviews have been completed for the Customer Service Supervisor with the finalist being under consideration. 


Mr. Buckley stated that he recently applied to a local foundation for funding assistance for the Southbreak water trail project, scheduled for construction in 2019.

Mr. Buckley reported that the Wisconsin Historical Society reviewed a National Register nomination for the Frank Lloyd Wright House, Still Bend, at its meeting on November 26.  

C.
Legislative/Intergovernmental Update

Mr. Buckley asked City Clerk Kim Graves to address the proposal, being considered by the Wisconsin Legislature in a special “lame duck” session, to move the 2020 Presidential primary to a different date.  This would result in there being statewide elections in February, March and April of that year.  Mrs. Graves noted that most municipal clerks are opposed to this change, as it would add unnecessary costs and be difficult to accomplish.

Mr. Buckley noted that the lame duck bills being considered would also limit in-person absentee voting to the two weeks immediately prior to the election.
