Councilmember Gonnerman stated that she had been contacted by Adam Wachowski regarding the selection process for concessions operator for the beach and Vietnam Veterans Park.  She noted that the two parties who responded to the Request Proposals were given the opportunity to further refine their proposals for a second phase of review by the City.  Mr. Wachowski told her if such revisions were provided for in the initial RFP, he would have submitted a proposal.  He suggested that the City should have re-opened the process for awarding this contract.
Councilmember Gonnerman indicated that she had told Mr. Wachowski that the City was not legally bound to use a particular process for selecting a concessionaire, and that certain aspects of the selection process had been addressed in closed session.
Councilmember Andrews stated that he was contacted by Floyd Hayes regarding Forest Avenue near Piggly Wiggly-he believes that striping of the southbound lanes approaching the 22nd Street intersection should be extended further north for safety.  Mr. Buckley noted that this matter has been discussed at the Public Works Committee.  Director Mr. McDonald stated there are constrains on what the City can do since it is a state highway, and that he is awaiting some answers from WisDOT regarding this location.  Mr. Buckley suggested that Mr. Haynes could attend a future Public Works Committee meeting to further discuss this matter.

New City Hall Memorial to Fallen Police Officers Leo Rocque and Thomas Dodge

Mr. Buckley stated a new memorial to Two Rivers' fallen police officers: Leo Rocqu--End of Watch October 5, 1926 and Thomas Dodge--End of Watch September 10, 1975 is located in the hallway on the 3rd floor at City Hall.

CDBG-CLOSE Initiative of Wisconsin Department of Commerce

Mr. Buckley reported the City has received a letter from Wisconsin Department of Administration, approving defederalization of the assets of the Economic Development Revolving Fund.  The Fund currently has $1.7 million in cash and $1.2 million in loans receivable.
3.
Downtown Hotel Development Project

Mr. Buckley reported the developers have recently communicated that the private financing is lined up.  City staff is now proceeding to prepare a draft TIF Development Agreement and an application for Community Development Investment Grant to be submitted to WEDC.  The developer is looking at commencing construction the Summer of 2019, for occupancy Spring 2020.

Former Eggers Property--Planning for Redevelopment

Mr. Buckley showed a Concept Plan with a mix of public uses, including a storm water pond, transient marina and walkway/trial along the water's edge.  He noted that the Concept Plan also shows the intent to pursue private residential development on the site, taking advantage of water views and opportunities for private dockage.  City staff is pursuing a developer RFP, and a grant application for public infrastructure.
5.
Conveyance of Memorial Drive Wayside Property to City

Mr. Buckley reported the City and County representatives have met with the surveyor on February 5 to review draft plats of survey and legal descriptions for three parcels to be conveyed from the County to the City.  Those documents were recently finalized.  The surveyor is now preparing plats and legal descriptions for 2 parcels to be conveyed from County to WisDOT and then from WisDOT to the City; draft documents are going to WisDOT for review by March 8.
6.
Wastewater Treatment Plant Project

Mr. Buckley reported the $4.2 million project is proceeding on schedule.  All the equipment is now either installed or on-site.  The main plant generator will be installed on Thursday, March 7.  The installation of the 20 inch pipe from headworks to the new grit removal area will be undertaken next week.  The Bid opening on Phase 2 of improvements is set for April 2, 2019, an estimated $2 mm project with $600,000 principal forgiveness.

Selection of Realtor for Sandy Bay Subdivision Listing and Marketing

Mr. Buckley stated the Request for Proposals issued by the Community Development Authority in late December had 8 realtors respond with proposals.  The Community Development Authority met on January 29 to rank proposals and narrowed the field to 2 finalists.  The listing contract was awarded to Catherine Egger of Keller-Williams Real Estate.
