He added that he expects to receive final comments on the Development Agreement from Mr. Carey later in the week.

	Former Riverfront Liquor Property


Mr. Buckley stated that following a determination that the entire building should be demolished due to structural problems, demolition began on May 16 and is largely completed.  A proposal for developing a master plan for the site and surrounding properties at this gateway to downtown and the harbor district is included later on the meeting agenda, he noted.
