	Community Branding Project


Mr. Buckley reported that representatives of Civic Brand with visit Wednesday, July 17 to Saturday, July 20 for the Community branding project.  City Council members are invited to a consulting team reception, along with the Branding Committee on Wednesday, July 16 at Sepia Chapel at 6:00 PM.  This session will be posted as a public meeting.  An invitation has been extended to Two Rivers Rotary, to meet with the Civic Brand team for a breakfast meeting on Friday, July 19.  Councilmember Curt Andrews will address the branding project at the July 9 Rotary meeting.

	Community Development Director/City Planner Recruitment


Mr. Buckley stated the recruitment ad for the new Community Development Director/City Planner was placed on the City website, with WI Job Service, American Planning Association and League of WI Municipalities, WEDA, IEDC and Indeed.com.  The application due date was extended to Monday, July 1, 2019.

	Downtown Christmas Decorations


Mr. Buckley reported the Downtown Holiday Lighting and Decoration Committee has identified the preferred garland and post-top wreath for use along Washington Street.  The total estimated cost is $30,000 to decorate poles the entire length of downtown Washington Street, from bridge to 22nd Street.  The cost per pole is $500.  The Committee will also be soliciting donations for two 14 or 18 foot "panel trees" for the fountain enclosures in Central Park.  The fundraising solicitation donations will be handled through Main Street.

	Downtown Hotel Development Project


Mr. Buckley reported the City Council approved the Development Agreement at the June 11 Special Council Meeting, addressing:  Terms for sale of City properties, $750,000 TID 12 grant, $250,000 WEDC CDI Grant, $1.5 million equity investment from area investors confirmed, Community First Credit Union has approved private financing of $3,807,900.  Per the Development Agreement the City Council has approval authority over exterior design and the site plan.  A joint meeting with the Plan Commission will be scheduled when plans are submitted for Monday, July 22.

	Paragon Partners Foreclosure and Sheriff's Sale


Mr. Buckley stated the Sheriff's Sale scheduled for May 14 was first put off to June 11 at the request of the City and the County.  The sale is now scheduled for July 23.  He added that the City Attorney would provide a further update during the closed session.
	6.
	Memorial Drive Wayside Transfer


Mr. Buckley reported that the County forwarded draft deeds to the City on May 29.  The City should receive draft deeds from WisDOT by July 12 for review and comment.  He expects all parcels to transfer to the City ownership by the end of July.
WisDOT has agreed to continue its fund contract with Ascend Services for wayside maintenance, through September 30.  
Selner Tree & Shrub was on-site the week of June 24 for planting of 22 trees all native species that was funded through a $10,000 Great Lakes Restoration Initiative (GLRI) grant.  The tree varieties included Swamp White Oak, Shamrock Linden, Bur Oak, Autumn Gold Ginkgo, American Hornbeam and the Kentucky Coffee Tree.

	South Breakwater Trail


Mr. Buckley stated the work started two weeks ago at the breakwater end of the project, with construction of a 12-foof long "bridge" to the pier over a drainage way that runs alongside the pier.  
DPW crews are proceeding with grading and base preparation for the trail, working from the pier Memorial Drive.  
The bids for paving will be opened in July. 
The quarter-mile long, 8 foot wide paved "spur" off Mariners Trail will provide improved access to the south breakwater on Lake Michigan.  The project also includes interpretive signage and a mural across the back of Seagull Marina's maintenance building.
This $125,000 project is being funded in part with a $48,000 grant from Wisconsin's Coastal Management Program and a $30,000 grant from the West Foundation.  The project will be completed this year.

	14th Street Project and Lead Lateral Replacement Project


Mr. Buckley reported the lateral replacement at scattered location is getting started the week of July 8.  The 14th Street project work will start in late July or early August.

Mr. Buckley reported on Sundae Thursday selling 1,848 sundaes, using 94 gallons of ice cream, 110 pound of strawberries and 90 pounds of chocolate syrup.  He noted that generous community donations more than offset the added cost by having to buy ice cream this year.  41 donors contributed a total of $2,300 in support of the event.
Mr. Buckley reported that a total of 625 total vehicles participated in the Cool City Car Cruise and 325 passes were sold at a $5 donation to be in front of the parade and park on Washington Street.  Shoreline Credit Union sponsored the Band on the Beach Dr. Bombay Saturday night.
Mr. Buckley thanked artist Dean Konop and Councilmember Curt Andrews for the posters that were presented to the Two Rivers Community Band, commemorating the band's 100th anniversary.
