Call to Order

Staff Present: James Mc Donald (City Engineer/ Public Works Director), Scott Ahl (Civil Engineer II), Ross Blaha (Water Utility Supt), Dave Casebeer (WWTP)

Review and Approval of Minutes – Motion by Jack Powalisz, seconded by Darla LeClair to approve the meeting minutes from November meeting.  Upon a voice vote, motion carried. 

Public Input
Discussion, status update and action regarding Ordinance and Policy Changes regarding Private Lateral requirements and Special Financing 
Consideration and Action regarding Principal Forgiveness Resolution, relative to Private Laterals.
Staff indicated several projects this year include principal forgiveness, such as Lincoln Ave, and Pilon Court projects, which involve street and utility reconstruction.
Wilson street involves sanitary sewer main replacement.  This project will also include replacing private services, installation of storm services.
      Ordinance requires replacement of lead water services and defective sanitary laterals when major street/utilities 

 - DNR funding provides ‘principal forgiveness; for replacement of lead water services (from curb stop to water meter)

 - Lincoln Avenue – information meetings Feb 23rd (business) and March 2 (public). City has not received pricing for private side service work

 - Options for distributing water funds include a maximum ($2,500); percentage 1/3, ½, 2/3 funding or other options.
 - No funding was received for sewer lateral replacement, other than to provide a 10 year financing option at 5.5% interest, consistent with special assessment policy.
Consensus:  water funding up to $2,500 with 10-year financing option at 5.5% consistent with special assessment policy

     - provide handout materials with information on private service replacement

If excess funds (water services), after services replaced on Pilon and Wilson Street, staff would like to provide option for replacing lead services where public side has been replaced.
Water Utility:   Updates from Director
plant filters LRV (log removal valve) - issues due to fiber breaking in filter, which have been requiring shorter filter life.  Staff is investigating a different style filter (multi-post fiber), which will have performance warranty but higher costs - DNR required pilot test and some re-piping within racks

Waste Water Utility:  Updates from Superintendent and Facilities Plan Status / Issues
Flows @ 2MGD; met with consultant reviewing plant; need ≈ $12 million in upcoming work – ex:  headworks where flow is screened and pumped to clarifiers with major upgrades required

 - DNR funding applications provide for 30% principal forgiveness; staff is looking at smaller projects to maximize principal forgiveness

Landfill - consultant met with DNR today due to work plan pertaining to procedures to install a new monitoring well on Klein property; option to provide city water to Kleins; DNR would like other conditions, such as abandon existing well and restrict development in this area.  City does not own landfill so it is difficult to regulate development; staff encourages pursuing purchase of property (city currently has environmental liability)
