- Upon review of comparison of water rates, noted those with higher rates/monthly bills, currently get water from Manitowoc.
	- Staff noted majority of cost of water system is cost of distribution maintenance and distribution is a significant portion of the Water Utility budget.
[bookmark: _GoBack]- Special assessments-Water Dept.- PSC does not allow assessments for replacement of water mains or water services up to water shut-off valve. Waste water not regulated by PSC. City has typically not assessed for main replacement or lateral replacement to property line
