Review and Approval of Minutes 

Bittner requested revisions to indicate discussion about investigating federal and state financing options for private service lateral replacements, and indication that only partial principal forgiveness was granted for 2017 sanitary sewer projects.

Motion by John Casavant, and seconded by Mark Bittner, to approve minutes with revisions.  Motion carried upon unanimous voice vote.
Public Input
No Parking Zone request, consideration and action:
School request for no parking zone along the west side of Parkway
- School requested no parking Parkway Blvd, N of 45th St (west side) – concerned about safety for kids (attempting to cross street to parked vehicles) and emergency access; request for special permit/allow for parking by residents.  It was noted that special permit parking would make compliance very difficult.
- 500 kids at LB Clarke this year (up from 400 2 years ago)

- Question:  will road be black topped? Wester – only ½ R/W dedicated; would need to contact property owner for permission
- also noted high speed traffic on Parkway. Staff will investigate options of placing a speed limit sign near the north end of the paved street. It was noted that the west side of Parkway Blvd is in the Town of Two Rivers, north of the paved portion of the street.
Motion by Mark Bittner, and seconded by John Casavant:  No Parking, Stopping, or Standing Here to Corner at 7:30am-8:30am, and 3pm-4pm on School Days. With 1st sign at edge of concrete.

Motion carried upon unanimous voice vote.

- The school district will look into options for paving up to 2nd drive; Wester will discuss with school staff

Status, update and action regarding private side service lateral ordinance and policy changes, including private side financial aid.
        Private service laterals

- information has been mailed to property owners along Lincoln Ave., with additional information to be provided at the upcoming Public Information meeting.
- policy for funding replacement of lead water service includes the requirement to use city contractor during construction to utilize grant; staff recommends reimburse up to $2,500 and allow additional be put on special assessments.
Also, need to provide for budget for future years.  Special assessments would be spread over 10 years, plus interest.
   Sanitary – would like to budget to provide for special assessment with financing over 10 years

   Storm/sump pumps – need to consider financing sump pump pits

Equipment purchase update
Backhoe – for now, will not replace backhoe due to combination of borrowing and lease payments.  Will budget for 2018 budget.
