Review and Approval of Minutes 

Motion by John Casavant, and seconded by Mark Bittner, to approve minutes as presented.  Motion carried upon unanimous voice vote.
Public Input
Status, update and action regarding private side service lateral program implementation.
Report on Lincoln Avenue Construction Project Informational Meetings 
Lincoln Avenue business owners and property owners’ meetings appear to have been well perceived.

Mark Bittner: suggested staff prepare a letter which will address issues with mail delivery, garbage pick-up, school bus schedule; contractor is working with businesses and special issues during construction

Access to businesses:  City is currently preparing directional signage to businesses along Lincoln Ave, to be placed along 22nd Street (for north bound traffic), and at the corner of Riverview and CTH VV for southbound traffic..
City will coordinate with emergency services (police and fire dept.)

Other consideration is being given to special events (Kites over Lake Michigan…) for access and directional signs.
Consideration and recommendation to Council regarding “Principal Forgiven” resolution relative to Private Water Service replacement.
Staff presented a resolution, required by the DNR, which is required to receive the                                                                           principal forgiveness funding for replacement of private lead water services.  DNR guidance requires the city to follow same procedure for borrowing as principal forgiveness

A Motion was made by John Casavant, seconded by Mark Bittner, to recommend to City Council to adopt the Resolution Authorizing Execution of the Department of Natural Resources Principal Forgiveness Financial Assistance Agreement. Motion carried upon unanimous voice vote. 
Staff noted a requirement of environmental assessments where this work is to be done, including spot repairs.  Staff is coordinating the required work with consultants.
Review and Update on Current and Pending Projects and Grants 

Vets Park Storm Sewer – preliminary plans have been received.
Neshotah Pond – EPA grant – need to provide update to EPA; coordinating with DNR for alternatives to reduce impact to endangered species; also, plan on placing armor stone beyond high water mark

Wave Mitigation – staff received preliminary report from Corps of Engineers with options to reduce wave surge and sand migration; some options are ‘dog legs’ at end of piers, armor stone, and other suggestions

Sewer Projects – relining sewers on 13th and 25th Streets
Lakefront Way – public works is grading and gravelling road
Other Items that may come before the Committee
 Staff noted a request was received, and granted, to place a deaf child area sign on 14th Street, west of Hawthorne
