Review and Approval of Minutes 

Minutes from Monday, April 3, 2017, meeting were not yet available for approval 
Public Input
Discussion and action regarding traffic calming and signage needs on 35th Place.
35th Place – Lincoln to Jackson – staff proposes to reduce speed limit to 15mph; complaints received regarding high speed traffic
Motion made by John Casavant, seconded by Bonnie Shimunalus, to recommend to council to install 15mph signs on 35th Place and to review a month after construction.
Discussion and action concerning asphalt paving on Parkway near LB Clarke School, per request of the School Board.
Parkway Blvd, N of 46th St – request to pave Parkway, North of existing concrete pavement; school district is planning on re-paving parking lot (owned by city, but utilized by school related traffic)
Staff noted west portion of roadway is in township and would need to get town’s permission

Consensus to get prices and determine if it will fit into budget of other projects
Consideration and recommendation to Council regarding application of Special Assessment Policy to projects on Pilon and Wilson. Issues include:

Pavement Replacement 
Storm Sewer Laterals and Mains
PILON CT - Street is in acceptable condition. Proposed water main due to low fire flows would require replacement of a portion of pavement.

New house at 1414 Pilon Ct has active sump pump; other houses in area are reported to have moisture issues in basements which storm laterals would benefit; also, Coast Guard

Would like to look at an alternative to designate as a sharrow with sidewalks on each side; inquire with residents regarding design option
Staff proposes to assess for storm service only for work in right of way

WILSON ST – Project replaces sanitary sewer and private laterals; storm services are proposed to allow for sump pump connections

Consensus to assess as presented with storm lateral to both sides of road
Review and Update on Current and Pending Projects and Grants

Other Items that may come before the Committee

Parking signs on East St, 16th-17th St – vehicles were noted to be parking in no parking area; either need more signs or eliminate parking restriction. Tabled for next meeting.
