- Staff also noted City has limited funds to finance portions (similar to special assessments)
- Need to also look at sump pump connection requirements

Requirement for property owner to bear costs

Snow dump location discussion – update – citizen concerns about dumping snow in parking lots on beach; staff noted beach trail borders parking lots; collects some of the solids and staff collects these solids before it enters beach areas

Neshotah Green Infrastructure – relocated proposed Constructed Wetland to area between lake and Zlatnik Drive; project will involve construction of an area which will reduce discharge of pollutants to Lake Michigan

Storm Sewer outlets to Lake Michigan
