9. Discuss property owner question regarding 25th Street project special assessment on dual  frontage lots fronting on both 25th Street and 26th Street – in 1984, 26th St was paved at request of Village Green.  Sewer and water utilities were not installed along 26th Street at that time based on an agreement signed by affected property owners to not develop lots along 26th St 
- Staff provided current Special Assessment Policy which provides for description of double frontage lots
- previous assessments (26th St) and current assessments (25th St) to be reviewed at next Public Works committee meeting

Motion by Tracey Koach, and seconded by Jeff Dahlke, that this topic be tabled until next meeting
Review Bid Tabulation for the construction of the 20th Street (Eggers East Pond) – received bids from Advance Construction ($1,031,523), Vinton Construction ($971,874.96), Superior Sewer & Water ($677,270.54); other projects for which DNR Clean Water include work on 25th Street, 24th Street, scattered services, and Pinetree Lift station. Staff noted the pond budget, along with the other referenced projects, will utilize Principal Forgiveness with the DNR funding.
- this pond will serve development & surrounding land areas.

- staff advises recommendation of the 20th Street/Eggers Pond project to Superior Sewer & Water be sent to City Council.
Motion made by Tracey Koach, seconded by Jeff Dahlke, to recommend to City Council to award the contract for the construction of the 20th St/Eggers Pond to Superior Sewer & Water. Motion carried upon unanimous voice vote


EAB update – expect presentation from Nick VandeHey, McMahon Associates, about updates on storm water requirements at the next EAB meeting.  Also, plan on review of sediment analysis from storm pond samples
Road surface observations and potential street renovations 
- review DNR project ratings; potential projects include 17th Street, Roosevelt Avenue, East River Street, Riverview Pond, sludge dewatering at Waste Water Treatment Plant

- should consider directing incoming traffic down 22nd Street, Zlatnik Drive to south, then down 17th Street when leaving beach/egress from street

- staff noted the bicycle & pedestrian plan indicates 17th Street as access way to beach

- also need to consider other streets which may need rehabilitation/improvements
